 FRONT YARD LOT LINES 

 The front yard lot line is the property boundary or property line along a 
public street. If the property is not directly on a public street, but is 
accessed by an easement or private street, then the front yard lot line is 
where the lot gains primary vehicular access.  
 

 REAR YARD LOT LINES 

 The rear yard lot line is the property boundary or property line opposite 
the front yard lot line. If the property has more than one front yard, or is a 
triangular shaped lot, then it does not have a rear yard lot line.  
 

 SIDE YARD LOT LINES 

 The side yard lot line is the property boundary or property line along the 
side portions of the property, generally between the front and rear yard lot 
lines.  
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
